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I ~ Summary Analysis

|. Operating-Mileage

At the end of 2021, the operating mileage of TRA was 1,065.0 kilometers, of which 322.9
kilometers were single track, 742.1 kilometers were double track; 997.7 kilometers were
electrified, and 67.3 kilometers were non-electrified.

Passenger traffic

A.

Passengers carried: 154.93 million passengers in 2021, a decrease of 48.59 million
passengers compared with 203.52 million passengers in the previous year; the daily average
was 424,458 passengers, a decrease of 23.67% compared with 556,068 passengers in the
previous year, was mainly affected by the COVID-19 epidemic.

Passenger-kilometers: 7,030.03 million passenger-kilometers in 2021, a decrease of 2,284.19
million passenger-kilometers compared with 9,314.22 million passenger-kilometers in the
previous year; the daily average was 19.26 million passenger-kilometers, which was a decrease
of 24.32% compared with 25.45 million passenger-kilometers in the previous year.

Passenger revenues: NT$11,181.03 million in 2021, a decrease of NT$3,760.46 million from
NT$14,941.48 million in the previous year; the daily average was NT$30.63 million, which
was a decrease of 24.96% compared with NT$40.82 million in the previous year.

Average kms of traveling distance per passenger: 45.4 kilometers in 2021, which was a
decrease of 0.4 kilometers or 0.85% compared with 45.8 kilometers in the previous year.

Type of passengers: divided into general passengers and season ticket passengers, the
number of which accounted for 94.68% and 5.32% respectively. The details are as follows:

(A) General passengers: 146.68 million passengers in 2021, which was a decrease of 46.62
million passengers or 24.12% compared with 193.30 million passengers in the previous
year.

(B) Season ticket passengers: 8.25 million passengers in 2021, which was a decrease of
1.98 million passengers or 19.32% compared with 10.23 million passengers in the
previous year.

Efficiency of seat utilization: 42.98% in 2021, a decrease of 12.24 percentage points from
55.22% in the previous year. Tze-Chiang Limited Express was 45.53%, which was a
decrease of 12.52 percentage points from 58.05% in the previous year; Chu-Kuang Express
was 25.13%, which was a decrease of 7.59 percentage points compared with 32.72% in the
previous year; Local Train was 43.52%, which was a decrease of 13.16 percentage points
from 56.68% in the previous year. Ordinary Train was 96.99%, which was an increase of
65.75 percentage points compared with 31.24% in the previous year.

1. Freight traffic

A. Freight tonnage: 6.61 million metric tons in 2021, a decrease of 0.65 million metric tons

from 7.26 million metric tons in the previous year; the daily average was 18,106 metric tons,
which was a decrease of 8.66% compared with 19,823 metric tons in the previous year.

. Ton-kilometers: 444.97 million ton-kilometers in 2021, a decrease of 49.98 million

ton-kilometers from 494.95 million ton-kilometers in the previous year; the daily average
was 1.22 million ton-kilometers, which was a decrease of 9.85% compared with 1.35 million
ton-kilometers in the previous year.
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C. Freight revenues: NT$534.16 million in 2021, a decrease of NT$67.25 million from
NT$601.41 million in the previous year; the daily average was NT$1.46 million, which was
a decrease of 10.94% compared with NT$1.64 million in the previous year.

D. Average kms of hauling distance per ton: 67.3 kilometers in 2021, which was a decrease of
0.9 kilometers or 1.30% compared with 68.2 kilometers in the previous year.

E. Type of goods: cement 36.42%, limestone 28.96%, container 12.64%, sand and stone
10.89%, clay 3.49%, cereals 3.33%, railway supplies 2.28%, special supplies 1.82% and
others 0.17%.

I\V. Transportation efficiency

A. Train
(A) Number of train operated: 400,318 times in 2021, a decrease of 7,856 times from
408,174 times in the previous year; the daily average was 1,097 times, which was a
decrease of 1.66% from 1,115 times in the previous year.

(B) Train operating kilometers: 45.91 million kilometers in 2021, a decrease of 1.09
million kilometers from 47.00 million kilometers in the previous year; the daily
average was 125,786 kilometers, which was a decrease of 2.05% from 128,414
kilometers in the previous year.

(C) Train punctuality: the passenger train punctuality was 92.81% in 2021, which was an
increase of 0.47 percentage points compared with 92.34% in the previous year.

B. Passenger train
(A) Passenger car kilometers: 351.15 million kilometers in 2021, a decrease of 12.24
million kilometers from 363.38 million kilometers in the previous year; the daily
average was 962,043 kilometers, which was a decrease of 3.10% from 992,844
kilometers in the previous year.

(B) Seat kilometers: 16,354.69 million kilometers in 2021, a decrease of 511.56 million
kilometers from 16,866.25 million kilometers in the previous year; the daily average
was 44.81 million kilometers, which was a decrease of 2.77% from 46.08 million
kilometers in the previous year.

C. Freight train
(A) Freight car kilometers: 30.81 million kilometers in 2021, a decrease of 2.14 million
kilometers from 32.95 million kilometers in the previous year; the daily average was
84,400 kilometers, which was a decrease of 6.24% from 90,014 kilometers in the
previous year. Among them, empty car-kilometers accounted for 48.76% of freight car
kilometers, a decrease of 2.90 percentage points compared with 51.66% in the previous
year.

(B) Operating day per operating freight car: 1.10 days in 2021, a decrease of 8.31% from
1.20 days in the previous year.

(C) Awverage freight density per freight train-km: 158.63 metric tons in 2021, a decrease of
13.18% from 182.71 metric tons in the previous year.

D. Railway accident
(A) Total number of accidents: 702 accidents in 2021, an increase of 70 cases (11.08%)
from 632 cases in the previous year, of which 49 cases were operational accidents,
which was a decrease of 44 cases (47.31%) from 93 cases in the previous year.

(B) Type of accidents: vehicle breakdown accounted for 273 cases or 38.89%, followed by
operation of the security devices failures 122 cases accounted for 17.38%, natural
disaster 89 cases accounted for 12.68%, other events 87 cases accounted for 12.39%,
invasion of object 45 cases accounted for 6.41%, casualties accident 24 cases
accounted for 3.42%, and the remaining categories were all below 3%.

(C) Number of casualties: 394 people were killed or injured in railway accidents in 2021,
an increase of 333 people compared with previous year.
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V.Finance

A. Profit and loss analysis

(A) Revenue: in 2021, the TRA's annual revenue was NT$21,350.31 million, a decrease of
17.79%, NT$4,618.83 million from NT$25,969.14 million in the previous year. The
main reasons were as follows:

1. Operating revenue decreased by NT$4,211.42 million:

(1) Passenger revenue decreased by NT$3,760.46 million, wherein Tze-Chiang Limited
Express’s passenger revenue decreased by NT$2,087.22 million; Chu-Kuang
Express’s passenger revenue decreased by NT$182.28 million; local train’s passenger
revenue decreased by NT$1,454.25 million; ordinary train’s passenger revenue
decreased by NT$4.37 million.

(2) Freight revenue decreased by NT$67.25 million, wherein revenue of ordinary carload
decreased by NT$90.26 million; revenue of container increased by NT$15.38 million;
revenue of special suppliers increased by NT$7.64 million.

(3) Other operating revenue decreased by NT$ 383.72 million, of which rental revenue
decreased by NT$ 278.71 million; government subsidy increased by NT$124.63
million; catering service revenue decreased by NT$213.83 million.

2. Non-operating revenue decreased by NT$407.41 million, of which compensation
revenue decreased by NT$27.50 million; foreign exchange gain decreased by
NT$15.97 million; gain on disposal of property, plant and equipment decreased by
NT$177.62 million; miscellaneous revenue decreased by NT$182.68 million.

(B) Expense: in 2021, the TRA's annual expense was NT$33,293.15 million, an increase of
NT$584.34 million or 1.79% from NT$32,708.81 million in the previous year. The
causes were as follows:

1.Personnel expense decreased by NT$27.83 million, of which regular staff’s salary
decreased by NT$15.14 million; overtime compensation increased by NT$27.00
million; bonus increased by NT$123.17 million; pension decreased by NT$117.35
million; welfare allowance decreased by NT$44.25 million.

2.Charge for service increased by NT$23.79 million, of which water, gas and power
charge decreased by NT$209.45 million; expense of travel allowance increased by
NT$37.15 million; expense of repairing and maintenance increased by NT$75.19
million; package expense increased by NT$50.88 million; special service increased by
NT$48.04 million.

3.Expense of material and supply decreased by NT$165.86 million, which mainly due to
supply’s expense decreased by NT$117.86 million; expense of fuels decreased by
NT$50.49 million; expense of clothes increased by NT$12.84 million.

4.Rents increased by NT$155.57 million, which mainly due to machinery rent increased
by NT$153.92 million.

5.Debt interest decreased by NT$205.85 million.

6.Depreciation and amortization expenses increased by NT$181.88 million, of which
expense of land improvements depreciation increased by NT$17.70 million; house
depreciation expense increased by NT$104.34 million; machinery depreciation expense
increased by NT$119.85 million; transportation equipment depreciation expense
decreased by NT$22.54 million; miscellaneous equipment depreciation expense
decreased by NT$43.50 million.

7.Loss and compensation increased by NT$697.39 million, of which loss of asset
increased by NT$690.25 million; damage loss decreased by NT$21.89 million.

8.0ther expense decreased by NT$67.04 million.

(C) Profit/loss: in 2021, the loss was NT$11,942.84 million, an increase of NT$5,203.17
million compared with NT$6,739.67 million in the previous year.

B. Asset and liability analysis
(A) Assets: at the end of 2021, the assets were NT$848,125.38 million, an increase of
NT$15,386.21 million or 1.85% from NT$832,739.16 million at the end of the
previous year. Among assets, current assets increased by NT$ 1,427.04 million; funds,
investment and long-term accounts receivable decreased by NT$492.24 million;
property, plant and equipment increased by NT$13,851.09 million; intangible assets
increased by NT$20.98 million; other assets increased by NT$579.33 million.

(B) Liabilities: at the end of 2021, the liabilities were NT$420,801.29 million, an increase
of NT$11,825.29 million or 2.89% from NT$408,976.00 million at the end of the
previous year. Among liabilities, current liabilities increased by NT$11,284.60 million;
long-term liabilities decreased by NT$2,710.11 million; other liabilities increased by
NT$3,250.80 million.

(C) Equity: at the end of 2021, the equity was NT$427,324.08 million, an increase of
NT$3,560.93 million or 0.84% from NT$423,763.16 million in the previous year.
Among equity, capital increased by NT$16,119.63 million; capital surplus decreased by
NT$116.07 million; accumulated deficit increased by NT$11,783.88 million; other
equity decreased by NT$658.75 million.

V1. Train

A. Number of locomotives, passenger cars and freight cars
At the end of 2021, there were 85 electric locomotives, 63 push-pull electric locomotives, 92
diesel electric locomotives (including TCC-owned locomotives), 16 diesel-hydraulic
locomotives, 208 diesel railcars, 381 push-pull passenger cars, 1,228 electric multiple units,
216 tilting electric multiple units, 424 passenger cars, and 1,556 freight cars; the total
number was 4,269 cars, an increase of 135 cars compared with the previous year.

B. Rolling stock serviceable ratio
The serviceable ratio of rolling stock was 90.16% in 2021, an increase of 0.77 percentage
points compared with 89.39% in the previous year. The serviceable ratio was 94.89% for
electric locomotives, 87.98% for push-pull electric locomotives, 87.92% for diesel-electric
locomotives, 95.25% for diesel-hydraulic locomotives, 91.31% for electric multiple units,
99.37% for tilting electric multiple units, 84.38% for diesel railcars. The serviceable ratio
was 77.91% for passenger cars, which was a decrease of 2.81 percentage points compared
with 80.72% in the previous year; 89.09% for push-pull passenger cars, which was an
increase of 0.20 percentage points compared with 88.89% in the previous year; 82.79% for
freight cars, an increase of 5.45 percentage points compared with 77.34% in the previous
year.
